1.  EVERY ENTRY MUST be PREREGISTERED by mail, before Saturday, August 15, 2009.
     No phone entries, please.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  PREREGISTER EARLY.

2.  There are NO ENTRY FEES to enter the Woodstock Fair, therefore,
NO GATE TICKETS WILL BE ISSUED.
There are NO BOARDING FEES for animals you enter.
Please read the rules on the Livestock entry blank carefully.

3.  ONLY ONE PERSON PER FORM.  No changes or additions will be allowed.

4.  You MUST enter your items on the PROPER ENTRY FORM.  Only ONE ENTRY PER LINE.

5.  You MUST list the DEPARTMENT NUMBER, CLASS LETTER and LOT NUMBER for EACH
ITEM you enter.

7.  All Articles MUST have been made or grown within the last year.

8.  Bring ALL PREREGISTERED ENTRIES to the  fairgrounds on RECEIVING DAYS:
WEDNESDAY, September 2, 2009,  for Departments:  15 - Food, 16 - Fine Arts & Crafts,
17 - Handwork, 19 - Juniors, 21 - Painting & Photography.  Between 10:00 AM and 7:00 PM.
THURSDAY, September 3, 2009,  for Departments:  13 - Fruit, 14 - Vegetables,  18 - Floral and
22 - Granges.  Between 10:00 AM and 7:00 PM.

9.  When Judges have made their decisions, the Superintendents will see that awards are properly distributed.
First premium, BLUE;  second premium, RED;  third premium, WHITE.  All premium money will be paid from
the JUDGING SHEETS and NOT from any ribbons that may be attached to the exhibits.  ALL JUDGING
RESULTS ARE FINAL.  PREMIUMS WILL BE PAID BY MAIL, BEFORE SEPTEMBER 30,
2009.

10.  While the Society gives due supervision to its halls and grounds during the Fair, it does not hold itself liable
or responsible for the loss of the property of exhibitors through damage or theft.

11.  ALL ENTRIES MUST be removed at DESIGNATED TIMES ONLY:
Monday  7:00 PM to 9:00 PM
Tuesday  5:00 PM to 7:00 PM
NO VEHICLES ALLOWED ON THE GROUNDS before 9:00 PM on Monday.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

12.  Any article not removed by 7:00 PM on Tuesday will become the property of the Woodstock Fair and will be
disposed of accordingly.

13.  All premiums for all departments will be forfeited if any item or animal is removed from grounds before
designated times.
